At
our own Glithwein Fellowship, we'll provide the Glihwein but ask that everyone coming
bring a bottle of wine or an appetizer/dessert to share. And we'll have non-alcoholic
beverages too. We also invite you to participate in our "Christmas market." Ron and
Louise have identified some Christmas decorations that are looking for a new home and
you may have some too.
